CHILD PROTECTION POLICY
  
At Felixstowe we comply with the ASA Child Protection procedures, which stem from the principle that the child’s welfare is the first consideration. Hence, all coaches and teachers are concerned primarily with the well being, health and achievements of each member of the club. We encourage swimmers to accept responsibility for their own behaviour and performance in training, competition and at social events. All steps are taken to ensure your child’s safety and the swimmers are made aware of their own responsibilities poolside. If some coaching techniques require physical contact, the teacher asks the swimmers permission. The teachers do not work on an individual basis with a swimmer unless at poolside and will only enter their own gender’s changing room when there may be safety issues, often with another member of the teaching staff.

 We have a Child Welfare Officer with a job description as part of the committee, responsible for issues of child protection. This person at present is Mrs. Sally Smith, her name is displayed on the notice board, anyone who has any concern regarding child welfare is encouraged to speak to her in person, by telephone or email.

It is an ASA requirement for those people taking photographs at gala events to sign in a photograph/video log. Also we do not include personal information of any sort on our website or in newsletters. Profiles including photos of swimmers under 18 are only included with the permission of parents.

A register of teachers, coaches and poolside helpers is kept and updated regularly.

The club also displays a copy of the swim line leaflet on its notice board.
